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                       PRESIDENTSô MESSAGE 

 
Since our last newsletter report we have returned our Sunday night 
dances to the recently renovated La Hacienda Recreation Center.  The 
dance hall has been beautifully redesigned and decorated, but we have 
encountered a problem with the acoustics.  Our first few dances were 
challenging to our callers and dancers due to the reverberation of music 
and voice from the hard flat surfaces of floor, wall and ceiling. 
  
We have been working on this problem and are beginning to see some 
improvement.  We met with the sound expert from the recreation center 
and with two of our local senior callers to see what recommendations the 
recreation department and the callers could support. 
  
The recreation representative said he had resolved the problem for the 
Ballroom Dance club by connecting their DJ's equipment into the hall 
sound control tower.  But the two callers pointed out that Square Dance 
Callers cannot do that.  The manufacturers of square dance caller 
equipment specifically warn that connecting their equipment into a central 
system will likely result in damage to the caller's equipment.  The sound 
expert then recommended some adjustments to volumes, bass and treble 
settings.  Positioning of the speakers also has significant effect. 
  
Our callers stated that all callers are trained and equipped to adjust their 
systems to any hall, and should be able to do that.  Bob Wilson, Tim 
Marriner and Ron Libby each succeeded in making adjustments to their 
systems and delivered good quality voice and music to their dances, with 
no "dead spots" reported by the dancers. 
  
So we will ask the callers to treat the dance hall as a brand new hall and 
set up their systems accordingly.  Hopefully that will help reduce the 
problem. In the meantime, we will continue working with the Recreation 
Department to see what else can be done to add some sound absorbing 
material to the decorations of the hall. 
  
We will resolve this problem, because we have to - a properly functioning 
hall for our dances is essential to the existence of our club.
